 Lesson Plan Title:  Writing a Diamante Poem - 5th grade ELA
Concept / Topic To Teach:  Writing poetry, the form of a Diamante poem, Review of Nouns, Verbs, Adjectives, Synonyms and Antonyms in Writing
Standards Addressed:  CCSS.ELA-Literacy.L.5.5.C - Use the relationship between particular words (eg., Synonyms, Antonyms, Homographs) to better understand each of the words.

General Goal(s):  Students will be able to identify various parts of speech and use descriptive vocabulary to create a Synonym or Antonym Diamante Poem.
Specific Objectives:  Students will be able to follow the structure of a seven line Diamante poem, using nouns, verbs, and adjectives appropriately.  They will also use digital tools to produce and publish their writing.
Required Materials:  Pencils and paper, Diamante Chart, dictionary, thesaurus, Internet access for Storybird.com, Diamante Poem graphic organizer, Storybird picture book poem, titled, "Daylight".
Anticipatory Set (Lead-In):  Students will view the PowToon Video on "Steps to Writing a Poem" as an introductory lead to the lesson.  The purpose of the video is to show the students how easy and enjoyable poetry writing can be!
Step-By-Step Procedures:  After the students watch the PowToonvideo, we will discuss and review the parts of speech, specifically, Nouns, Verbs, and Adjectives, and Synonyms and Antonyms.  Once students are comfortable with the terminology, we will break into small groups to discuss how a Diamante poem could be written for the summer reading book, "The Orphan of Ellis Island".  What themes were prevalent throughout?  How could we write about the concept of Immigration in a poem?  What characteristics of our main character, Dominic, could be presented in a poem?

After students come up with ideas, we will discuss them (ie. Country vs. City setting in the book) and students will then select the Topic Nouns for their poems.  Once they have decided on their Topic Nouns, they will brainstorm, in small groups, for appropriate nouns, verbs, and adjectives for each, that will fit into the "Diamante Form of Poetry" graphic organizer.  

Students will then view the Storybird picture book poem about "Daylight" and begin editing their work with a partner.  Once they are finished, they will write up their storyboard and share it with me.  The final step will be working with Storybird to write and publish their very own poems! 
Plan For Independent Practice:  Students will work in small groups and partners for ideas and drafting of their work, but once they have established their specific Topics and have selected the nouns, verbs, and adjectives they will be using, they will complete their storyboards and Storybird poems independently.
- Closure (Reflect Anticipatory Set):  Students will present and formally share their Diamante poems with the class.  They will share how they developed their idea and be able to ask questions about their word selections/meanings.
- Assessment Based On Objectives:  Students will be given a rubric for Evaluation, and will be graded on the written and digital component of the project.
- Adaptations (For Students with Learning Disabilities):  Students can number their pictures in order to help with sequencing, and work with a list of synonyms and antonyms for their Topic Nouns.
- Extensions (For Gifted Students):  Students can create an anthology of poems for the class, and work toward publishing the final product.
- Possible Connections to Other Subjects:  Historical connections can be made by studying words and concepts related to Immigration in America.
